PPL Pole Attachment Services
Public/Private Attachment Policy
Effective Oct. 1, 2000
All public/private attachments now will be defined as CABLE, NON-CABLE or

SERVICE (see Exhibit B). 
Cable attachments will be restricted to the usable portion of the pole, generally defined as being over 18 feet above ground level. These attachments will be allowed between the electric (top) and telephone (bottom) attachments and will be charged an annual attachment fee (no application or inspection fee). 
Non-cable attachments will be restricted to the non-usable portion of the pole, generally defined as less than 18 feet above ground level. These attachments will be allowed below the bottom utility cable attachment and may be charged an application and inspection fee (no annual attachment fee).
Service attachments have to meet required NESC and PPL clearance specifications.
The following billing procedure has been adopted:
· All cable attachments (public and private) made in the usable space of a pole will be subject to an annual attachment fee (currently equal to the CATV annual rate).
· All public attachments made in the non-usable space of a pole will be free of charge.
· All private attachments made in the non-usable space of a pole by the owner of the property on which the pole is located will free of charge.
· All private attachments made in the non-usable space of a pole located on someone else’s private property will be subject to a $50 application fee, plus a $10-per-attachment inspection fee.
· All private attachments made in the non-usable space of a pole located on public road right of way will be subject to a $50 application fee, plus a $10-per-attachment inspection fee.
· All service attachments made to the pole will be free of charge.

The type of attacher (public or private) is defined in Exhibit A.
All public/private attachments must follow the proper permit procedure and are subject to payment of any make-ready costs to provide proper electrical clearances.

In the event that unauthorized public/private attachments are found to occupy PPL poles, the attachment owner will be required to:
· Submit an attachment application within one month.

· Pay PPL the current annual attachment fee for the entire period of time which can be reasonably established as the duration of the attachment, but in no case less than two times the current annual attachment fee.
· Pay PPL all make ready costs associated with PPL providing proper electrical clearances to the attachments.

*1 — Power circuits are limited to poles that are entirely contained on the customer’s contiguous premises and not along/across public road rights of way.
*2 — Signs, which advertise products/services/events or promote political candidates/positions, are prohibited.
*3 — Attachments made to PPL poles by others that require PPL to provide electric

service. The tariff recognizes the value of the attachment rights and increases the energy charge accordingly.
