Attachment Permit Inspection

It has been brought to PPL’s attention that unauthorized attachments are being

made to our poles at an increasing rate. These unauthorized attachments are using pole space allocated to authorized attachments and, at times, are creating safety/working clearance problems.
In order to address this concern, PPL has initiated the following policy:
After April 3, 2000, all CATV and Telecom cable attachment/rebuild projects must have a copy of the approved attachment/rebuild permit at the job site. This permit must be made available for inspection upon demand by properly identified PPL employees. The lack of such a permit at the job site will result in PPL stopping construction activities until the permit is produced. If further investigation reveals that a permit was not obtained, PPL will require the removal of the unauthorized attachments until proper permitting procedures have been completed.
The installation of CATV service drops off existing bolts and new/existing j-hooks will follow existing permitting procedures and does not require a copy of the attachment permit at the job site.
This approved permit can be one of several documents that PPL processes for the addition or rebuilding of cable attachments bolted to PPL-owned poles. They are:
