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Telecommunications Cable Overhead

Occupation Policy

(Refer to URS 6-01-140)

The following telecommunication cable attachment requests on PPL Electric Utilities Corp. (PPL EU) overhead transmission systems or distribution systems should be directed to the Attachment and Telecom Business Services Group.  An application process flowchart for attachment of communication cables to transmission poles is appended to this policy.
· Third Party Attachment Requests in Communication Space on Distribution Poles

· Telecommunications providers will be permitted to install, own and maintain all approved communication cables located in the communications space of the overhead distribution system. 

·  All such attachments and processes are subject to annual fees defined in attachment license agreements.

· Third Party Attachment Requests in Communication Space on Transmission Poles

· No longitudinal third party owned fiber optic cable attachments are permitted on the overhead transmission system ( 69KV and above) unless it is in the communication space on an underbuilt distribution circuit and is located within the confines of public right of way.  

· Clearance and guying attachments are also permissible.  

· All communication cable attachment requests in this defined space on transmission lines are subject to engineering approvals and annual attachment fees in accordance with PPL EU’s Pole Attachment License Agreement.

· Third Party Attachment Requests in Electric Supply Space on Distribution or Transmission Poles

· PPL EU will consider requests to install, own and maintain fiber optic cables located in the “electric supply space” on overhead distribution or on overhead transmission systems.  Also, PPL EU will consider requests to replace an existing transmission line overhead ground wire (OHGW) with an optical ground wire (OPGW).  
· PPL EU may install fiber optic cables as part of an indefeasible right of use (IRU) agreement on the overhead transmission system and/or in the “electric supply space” on the overhead distribution system for third parties based on the following criteria:  

· Requested fiber optic cable installations will first be evaluated to determine if PPL EU has a utility use for fibers along the proposed cable route.  

· PPL EU will also determine if the proposed fiber optic cable installation is technically feasible. 

· If no utility need is identified or the installation is not technically feasible, the fiber optic cable must be installed in the “communication space” on the distribution pole, or if transmission, the attachment request will be denied.
